A placement test will determine which Arabic courses (such as ARB1309 and ARB1310) are 
needed. A maximum of 6 SCH in Arabic can be counted as fulfilling the UCC language requirement. Any additional credits will not count 
towards the degree. All students must also pass the Arabic component of the Exit Exam. 

 All students are required to satisfy the TEF-B2 level of French, or take the required course(s) to reach the level needed, FRN3310, before 
graduation. Students will take a placement test which determines the French courses (such as FRN2310) needed to achieve this level of 
proficiency. A maximum of 6 SCH in French can be counted as fulfilling the UCC requirement. Any additional courses (such as FRN1305 and 
FRN1308) will not count towards the degree and will be graded on Pass/Fail basis. All students must also pass the French component of the Exit 
Exam.
